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	BACKGROUND INFORMATION SUMMARY: 

	As approved at HPCAC May meeting, it was approved to proceed with the hiring of off duty police to patrol the ‘BMX’ trails in the south east corner. After meeting with officers at 11 Division, it was felt this would not be an appropriate time to provide successful results.
As a result, from a police perspective, they suggested the following:
1. Fence the area (I know we are not in favor of fencing, but I think this has a valid reason) and post that the area will be an upcoming restoration site 
2. Post ‘No Trespassing’ signs – this has a $65 fine (same as No Bicycling), but the added bonus is that repeat offenders, if caught inside the fenced area, can face criminal charges for trespassing 

3. Immediately remove the grades, ramps and any other things that have been constructed by the cyclists 

4. Fill in the bowls and move fallen trees and other objects onto the trails to limit/frustrate the cyclists 

5. Undertake a restoration project to begin to reclaim the area 

6. Once the above tasks 1-4 are implemented, then is the opportunity to hire Off-Duty Police
