Environmental Recreation Programs: 

Children’s Gardening & Exploring Toronto

“Imagine our city’s future led by a generation of lifetime gardeners and naturalists.”

The City of Toronto’s Parks, Forestry and Recreation Division is in its tenth exciting season with the Children’s Garden and Exploring Toronto Programs.   

These hands-on programs give thousands of children a chance to learn about - and enjoy - urban ecology and organic gardening.  Through these programs, children are also exposed to Toronto’s early settlers’ and First Nations’ heritage, natural history, drama, art, music, storytelling and contemporary perspectives on urban environmental issues.

These programs run on a cost recovery basis and are in high demand across the city.  This year we are offering Spring school day programming at the High Park Children’s Garden and on several Discovery Walks across the city. We are also offering 6 weeks of day camp at the High Park Children’s Garden.  The project also supports over 20 children’s environmental programming/organic gardening expansion sites across the city.
Additional programming is made available through community events and our summer Thursday morning family drop-in all held at the High Park Children’s Garden. Our community events usually attract upwards of 500 people.  This year our events will be held on July 15, August 12 and September 30.
