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	BACKGROUND INFORMATION SUMMARY: 

	· Traditionally many of the culture and recreation groups with long-term interest in the park have had limited interaction with and/or participation in the High Park Community Advisory Council.  However many of these groups and their members make significant contribution to the broader park community and as a result have a large impact on the park.


· Under the current terms of reference and operating procedure of the High Park Community Advisory Council (passed Jan. 2009), a culture and recreation core committee was created to better reflect the diversity of park users and broader park community.


· Existing local community group and agency/organization representatives that may have a culture and recreation association include: Canadian Stage Company, Community Bicycle Network, High Park Baseball League, High Park Demons Youth Hockey, High Park Tennis Club, Howard Park Tennis Club, Parkdale High Park Rotary Club and Trackless Train




	SUGGESTIONS and/or RECOMMENDATIONS:

	· Individuals and organizations interested in participating in and/or chairing the Culture and Recreation committee should step forward and contact the executive

· The culture and recreation chair and/or committee should, in consultation with other core committees and executive, develop a mandate and begin contacting various cultural and recreation groups, including those traditionally under-represented at the council.  The committee may wish to contact the Parks, Forestry and Recreation division for information about City staff responsible for recreation within High Park.

· Given the large time commitment often involved with recreation groups, it may help facilitate matters if the committee communicates and meets electronically rather than the holding traditional meetings
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
