	BACKGROUND INFORMATION SUMMARY: 

	Issue - HPCAC priorities for 2007
Background - At the November 25 HPCAC meeting, a motion was passed that the Council meet with the Councillors of Ward 13 and Ward 14.  The meeting with Gord Perks was held earlier in the year.  
The proposed priorities were discussed at the January 24, 2007 HPCAC meeting and approved

1. Signage – It is apparent from Park Watch and casual observation that people are frequently lost or unsure of the directions in the Park. The intent would be to develop a system of signs and trail markers to help orientate park users.   It is HPCAC’s view that special High Park Logos with Oak leaves be used on the signs, if possible.  The blue signs used by the City do not seem appropriate in the Park setting. 
2. Washrooms – This is a perennial issue in the Park.  Washrooms are frequently closed, particularly during the winter.  It is proposed that the City be asked to develop a plan to keep them open more often.  

3. By Law Enforcement – It is recommended that in the interests of better park enjoyment, user safety and preservation of the environment, that a dedicated full time by law officer be assigned to High Park.  

4. Funding for Trail Restoration – It has been noted by HPCAC that there is a fund of $350,000 is available (Section 39 funds) to the Park from various developers building in the area.  They provide funds in lieu of Parkland.   This is to be dispersed over the next 7 years. These monies are separate from various Park operating and capital budgets.  At the October meeting, a motion was passed recommending to the Park Manager that fixing problem trails be the top priority for Section 39 funds.
