	BACKGROUND INFORMATION SUMMARY: 

	At the November 25 HPCAC a motion was passed that the Council meeting with the Councillors of Ward 13 and Ward 14.  The secretary will arrange the meeting.  In setting up these meetings, it was agreed after discussion, that a firm agenda is needed so that follow up can be monitored.  It was agreed that a draft agenda of priorities would be worked up by the Executive Committee and presented for discussion to the January 24, 2007 meeting of HPCAC.  HPCAC members would be notified of the time and place of the meetings when they are arranged and all will be invited to attend. Currently the meeting with Councillor Saundercook is on Feb 15 at 6:30 in the Councillors office on Dundas
The proposed priorities are as follows:

Signage – It is apparent from Park Watch and casual observation that people are frequently lost or unsure of the directions in the Park  The intent would be to develop a system of signs and trail markers to help orientate park users. 

Washrooms – This is a perennial issue in the Park.  Washrooms are frequently closed, particularly during the winter.  It is proposed that the City develop a plan to keep them open more often.  
By Law Enforcement – It is recommended that in the interests of better park enjoyment, user safety and preservation of the environment that a dedicated full time by law officer be assigned to High Park.
