	BACKGROUND INFORMATION SUMMARY: 

	At the October council meeting, a consultant presented a plan to repair sections of trails in 5 areas. There was some resistance to the ideas presented because a) there was not a focus on the worst affected areas and b) solutions were not consistent with one of our core values, to maintain the natural environment. The council requested a visit with the consultant to the main north-south trail that was not part of his recommended improvement plan, but that had been highlighted for restoration previously by HPCAC. 
A trail visit was organized and individuals were asked to provide comments on the plan.


	SUGGESTIONS and/or RECOMMENDATIONS:

	Focus on the main north-south trail.

Narrow fences considerably (need to determine optimal width)

Conduct other remedial action on the north / south trail to assist drainage

In other areas, avoid the use of built solutions including a) paved paths, and b) structured stairs. (Stone stairs, such as the one leading up eastward from Spring Road are acceptable, as are railway-tie type stairs built into the ground)
