• that the tasks would involve sourcing funds, a sketch and floor plan of such a building that would fit the needs of the park and existing architectural styles within the park, issues in regard to permissions from the City of Toronto, services required for the building’s operation, suggested list of architects and contractors, the location of such a building in the park, changes in infrastructure the site location might require, City mandates for energy efficiency and any other pertinent matter,
