mail it, with your payment, to the
address listed below.

Please note that some parks may not be
available for Commemorative Benches
as they may already be at capacity or
may have other site restrictions. As
well, certain special designed parks
may require “special” benches that have
their own unique design and cost. City
staff will advise you accordingly should
your preferred bench site be in one of
these special parks.

If a location for your bench cannot be
mutually agreed upon, your money will
be refunded.

Benches are installed in the spring, summer and
fall within 12 months of receiving the
application. Bench installation dates cannot be
specified.

Certificates and Plaques

Certificates include both standard text and personalized wording. Standard text on certificate includes
year of bench installation and park name and usually appears at the bottom of the certificate.

Plagues include personalized wording only.

Personalized wording. Please print in the grid below, your personalized wording, which will appear on
the certificate and/or plaque. Wording must be appropriate, or you will be asked to submit more
appropriate wording. To help you, common phrases to begin with include ‘In tribute to’ or “In memory
of” followed by the person, group or event’s name. Due to space considerations, your personal

wording must fit on 4 lines of up to 32 characters per line. In the following grid, each row of 32
characters has been spread over 2 lines of 16 characters to give you enough room to print your message
clearly.

Remember to specify UPPER and lower case letters. You must include spaces and punctuation as part of
the 32 characters per line. Wording will be centered on the certificate/plaque.
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Replacement Policy

Commemorative benches and associated plaques
will be maintained by the City for a maximum of 10
years and 2 years respectively, at no cost to the
applicant. Bench repair/replacement after 10 years
will be at the City’s discretion. Plaque
repair/replacement after 2 years will be charged to
the applicant.
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
