
 
Commemorative Tree Program 
 
The Commemorative Tree Program 
allows the public to pay tribute to a 
person(s) or occasion by purchasing a 
tree for planting in a public park or 
ravine.  A similar program exists for 
Commemorative Benches. 
  
The Commemorative Tree Program is one 
method being used to enhance the City of 
Toronto’s urban forest. 
 
Commemorative tree species selection 
depends on tree availability as well as the 
tree’s suitability to the preferred site. 
Native tree species are promoted. For a 
listing of available tree species, please refer 
to the other side of this brochure. 
 
The approved location of a planting site 
depends on proposed future development 
within a park, the location of underground 
utilities, and other site restrictions. Some 
parks may already be at capacity and 
therefore may not be available for planting.  
Tree planting dates cannot be specified. 
 
Choice of tree species and planting sites are 
subject to City approval.  If a planting 
location and/or tree species cannot be 
mutually agreed upon, the application fee 
will be refunded.

Application deadlines are FEBRUARY 1 for spring 
planting and AUGUST 1 for fall planting.  
Applications received after these dates will be 
scheduled for the following season.  In some cases, 
you may be required to attend a site visit.

Certificate and plaque are included in the price as noted. 
 
Certificates and Plaques 
 
Certificates and plaques include both standard text and personalized wording.   
 
Standard text on the certificate includes the type of tree, year of planting and park/property name.  
Standard text on the plaque includes the type of tree and year of planting.  Standard text usually 
appears at the bottom of the certificate and the plaque.   
 
Personalized wording.  Please print in the grid below, your personalized wording which will appear 
on the certificate and plaque.  Wording must be appropriate, or you will be asked to submit more 
appropriate wording. To help you, common phrases to begin with include ‘In tribute to’ or “In 
memory of’ followed by the person, group or event’s name.  Due to space considerations, your 
personal wording must fit on 3 lines of up to 26 characters per line. In the following grid, each line of 
26 characters has been spread over 2 lines of 13 characters to give you enough room to print your 
message clearly.   Personalized wording usually appears at the top of either the certificate or the 
plaque.  Please refrain from using dates (i.e. 1900 – 2000) relating to birth-death 
Remember to specify UPPER and lower case letters. You must include spaces and punctuation as part 
of the 26 characters per row.

In some years certain species may 
be difficult to obtain and or may not be appropriate 
for all sites.  
 
Species choice is subject to departmental approval 
concerning availability and site suitability. Your 
Urban Forestry Services representative may 
recommend a different, more suitable tree species 
and planting location. 
 
Replacement Policy 
 
Commemorative Trees which die within 5 years of 
the planting date will be replaced at no cost to the 
applicant. A 2 year time limit applies to plaques 
which go missing or are vandalized. 
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
